All players must be under the age of 18 on the 1% January 2026 and have an active WHS
handicap.
The completion is an 18 hole stroke play event played off the white tees for boys and blue
tees for girls.
Maximum WHS handicap index for boys is 26.0 and 36.0 for girls. All players must have
played in a minimum of x3 ‘Qualifying Competition Rounds’ in 2026.
Entry is only through the official entry form
a. All entry forms must be accompanied by the entry fee of £24 (or £12 for Styal
Platinum members and £16 for Gold members).
b. The draw will be sent via email. The draw will also be posted on the website at
www.styalgolfjuniors.com on Thursday 16th July

c. Entry fee’s will only be refunded if notification is received before the closing date.
d. Closing date is Monday 13% July
e. Styal GC have the right to accept late entries in exceptional circumstances.
All players will play by the rules set by Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews.
Lowest net and gross players will be entered onto the national Telegraph Leader board.
All disputes will be settled by Styal GC whose decision will be final.
In the event of a tie the winner will be decided by card play-off as per rules.
